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PRINCESS DIANA

Princess Diana became Lady Diana Spencer after
her father inherited the title of Earl Spencer in
1975. She married the heir to the British throne,
Prince Charles, on July 29,1981.

They had two sons and later
divorced in 1996. Diana died on
August 31,1997, from injuries
she sustained in a car crash in
Paris. She is remembered as the
“People’s Princess” because of
her widespread popularity and
global humanitarian efforts.

Diana was born onJuly 1, 1961,
near Sandringham, England.
Diana was the daughter of
Edward John Spencer, Viscount
Althorp, and Frances Ruth Burke
Roche. Her parents divorced
when Diana was young, and

her father won custody of the
children.

Following her initial education
at home, Diana attended Rid-
dlesworth Hall School and then
West Heath School. Although
she was known for her shyness

while growing up, she showed
an interest in music and danc-

ing.

After attending finishing school
at Institut Alpin Videmanette

in Switzerland, she moved

to London. She began work-
ing with children, eventually
becoming an assistant at Young
England Kindergarten.

Diana began dating Prince
Charles, heir to the British
throne who was 13 years her
senior,in 1977.The couple

first met when Diana was a
child and reportedly played
with Charles’s younger sib-
lings, Prince Andrew and Prince
Edward, while her family rented
Park House, an estate owned by
Queen Elizabeth II.
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On February 6,1981, Prince Charles proposed to Diana
with an 18-karat white gold ring topped with a 12-carat
oval Ceylon sapphire surrounded by 14 solitaire dia-
monds. Their wedding took place at St. Paul’s Cathedral
in the presence of 2,650 guests. The couple arrived sepa-
rately and departed together by a carriage ride through
the streets of London.

Diana and Charles had two sons together: Prince William
Arthur Philip Louis, born on June 21,1982, and Prince
Henry Charles Albert David — known widely as “Prince
Harry” — born on September 15, 1984. After the couple’s
fairy tale wedding, Diana felt overwhelmed by her royal
duties and the intense media coverage of nearly every
aspect of her life. She began to develop and pursue her
own interests. She served as a strong supporter of many
charities and worked to help the homeless, people living
with HIV and AIDS and children in need.

Following her divorce, Diana devoted herself to her sons

and charitable efforts, including raising awareness about
the dangers of leftover landmines in war-torn Angola Diana
whipped the British tabloids into a frenzy when she began
dating Egyptian film producer and playboy Dodi Fayed in
1997. Fayed invited Diana and her family on his yacht in the
south of France. While visiting Paris, Diana and Dodi Fayed
were involved in a car crash after trying to escape from the
paparazzi early in the morning of August 31,1997. Fayed and
the driver were pronounced dead at the scene. Diana initially
survived the crash but succumbed to her injuries at a Paris
hospital a few hours later. She was 36 years old.

Friends, the hottest
time is coming for
young, active, ambi-
tious, incredibly cool
people - graduates.

| would like to tell
you how to pass the
state exams suc-
cessfully, share my
extensive experience
in this matter as a
person who has ex-
perienced this proce-
dure for himself and
as a person who has
been on the other
side many times - as a
classroom organizer.

et me use the term “graduate”
for both 11th and 9th graders,
because, in fact, you will have the
same tests in the near future.
With the slight clarification that
graduates of the 9th grade of the state
exams - this is their debut and there is
still a chance to replay everything, to take
revenge in 2 years.
How to prepare?
How to set yourself up?
What not to do the day before?
And how should you behave in the audi-
ence?
| believe that you are not indifferent to the
exam and your future destiny, which means
that the preparation process in terms of
additional classes or visits to tutors, or self-
preparation has taken place.
Therefore, at the first stage, you need to
clearly define your knowledge. Don'’t be too
lazy to think and write:
For example, there are so many sections
in the exam in your chosen subject - in
each section there some topics. Fine! Now,
methodically, with a marker of one color, we
cross out topics in which we are sure-in a
different color we cross out topics in which
some discomfort is felt - and do not touch at
all those in we have knowledge gaps or do
not know what we are talking about at all
(maybe that’s okay, everyday affairs).

This technique is very effective at the beginning of
the school year, when you still have almost 9 months
of preparation ahead and if this article is now being
read by 8th or 10th graders, then you are in luck! This
technique has been tested many times and it works.
You definitely have time to prepare and pass all your
exams perfectly!

9th and 11th graders, calm down! Don’t panic! | have
great news for you! You still have a chance to pass
the exams successfully!

Moreover, | do not urge you in the remaining months
or weeks to feverishly absorb the knowledge that has
not been contained or has not lingered in it for all
these years. It is NOT NECESSARY!

It's much easier!

We crossed out themes with different colors for a
reason!

If you have an impressive amount of uncrossed
spaces (moreover, for each it has its own individual)
for someone 3 spaces is a lot, for someone 15 is the
norm. Then you, highly likely, objectively assess your
strength: this is not 100 points and not a mark of 5.
Well, okay! Determine now for yourself, just honestly,
in what range will the result suit you? How many
points do you need for admission or with what grade
are they taken to the 10th grade profile?

And here the most interesting begins!

See how many topics you crossed out boldly because
you know them and will cope with them on the
exam?

Now, after taking part in probes and all kinds of train-
ing tests, calculate how many points you will get for



this? Not enough? OK! | guess repetition of well-known topics is not
necessary or requires very little time or energy.

So, let’s move on to the next step. What do you think is more ef-
fective? To finish teaching topics in which there are doubts and
something is missing for complete confidence, or dive into the
elimination of gaps, trying to memorize everything that is left as
much as possible?

As a specialist, | will share with you one magic phrase: what is done
is better than the ideal!

So,you do not need to build castles in the air if you have more gaps
in number than days before the exam plus 1.

Concentrate your energy on topics that are just a little bit short

and count how many points they will still bring you? Enough? Then
great! Of course, this is not the time to relax, but there is no reason
to panic either. You have just understand this.

We finish what we started and - voila! We boldly and boldly walk to
demonstrate, first of all, to ourselves, then to our teachers and rela-
tives, our worth. You are not just a child, but a person who is able to
survive and adequately cope with such a test as an exam!

So, my friends, we have decided how to prepare.

Let’s move on to the next, the second question:

So how prepare yourself?

First, breathe evenly and be here and now, in the moment as it is
sung in a popular song.

At the moment, you do not know what will happen and how exactly,
you can try to calculate the result, BUT only with the aim of cor-
recting certain points (which we did at the first stage). Now, that’s
it! Stop! We do not know the future, is it worth winding ourselves
up? Just do what you must and be what will, as Marcus Aurelius
advised. Your success depends on many factors: your resources of
knowledge, your ability to fill out the answer form correctly, as well
as your emotional mood, ability to concentrate and just a little bit of
Lluck. But the latter does not depend on you. So is it worth worrying
in advance?

Suffering about the past is also senselessly. It has passed is gone.
Wasted time, were lazy, underestimated, were inattentive - what to
do? Yes, it happens, draw conclusions and thank life for the experi-
ence. You will be clever next time!

That is, once again, how to prepare yourself?

- breathe evenly

- to be thoughts here and now, in the moment

- practice positive affirmations - such attunement phrases, such as

“I am calm. I'm fine. 'm ready for the exam. | can draw up the form
correctly. | get along by running tests. It is easy for me to apply my
experience and knowledge in the exam. “ etc.

The third question: what shouldn’t be done the day before?

- frantically cramming a question. This is the most stupid thing to do.

Have you heard something about the properties of memory? How
long do you remember what you have just learned? And in how
many minutes do you lose the lion’s share of percent of this mate-
rial? How many reps do you need? And after how many hours does
the awareness, assimilation and restoration of this knowledge in
memory take place?

So, friends, everything that you memorize the day before, you will
safely remember the day after the exam, when you no longer need
it,but at the exam itself, you can remember the page number of
the textbook, the funny face on the margins of the synopsis, but the
material itself will be blurred into memory ... so don’t waste your
energy.

Relax the day before! Get some sleep! Take a shower! (I hope there
are no savages among you who naively believe that not washing
your hair before the exam is a good omen) Don’t do that! Be neat
and pleasant, respect yourself and others, please))

So,do breathing exercises, run a positive affirmation in your head,
but DO NOT take any sedatives FOR ANYTHING! Don’t slow down

You definitely have time to
prepare and pass all your exams
perfectly!

your nervous system. The exam is just an exam, don’t take your wor-
ries to the absolute and complain! All have handed over, hand over
and will hand over. And you will pass! Necessary!

The morning before the exam is the most common morning in
terms of the set of actions. The usual getting up, the usual breakfast,
clothes prepared in advance, even in the evening,a passport and a
pen.

In everything, notice the positive and good signs! Smile! Even an
artificially created smile is read by the brain as a real one and pro-
duces hormones of happiness.

Rejoice! This day came! Today you will show what you are capable
of and one step closer to your adult life, career, success, to your
dream. This is great!

And the last question for today: how to behave in the audience?
As a classroom organizer, my answer is: Naturally! The whole
procedure is spelled out to the smallest detail. If you,and | hope
that there are only adequate graduates among you, fulfill all the
requirements, do not plan to do or use something prohibited on the
exam, then why worry?

All organizers are friendly. All their thoughts are occupied with
the timely printing of CMMs, the correct filling of all sheets and
schedules, because they bear colossal responsibility both for the
situations in the classrooms and for all the documentation.

From experience, | would like to advise you to think over your ap-
pearance in advance, dress in accordance with the weather forecast.
If you do not trust the meteorological center, then in the evening
prepare 2 options: warmer and easier.

If in the audience you feel that you need to drink

water, raise your hand, contact the organizer,

calmly pour some water and drink. IMPOR-

TANT! Do not put a glass of water on your

desk, there is a danger of spilling water

on your letterhead.

If you feel that you need to fresh up,

go out, walk slowly along the corridor,

moisten your hands, temples, fore-

head, neck with cool water.

Breathe evenly! Try a little more and

you will have the exam in your pocket!

As you have been taught, first work out

what you are sure is simple, then return

to the places in which you doubt. Read the

assignment carefully! Repeatedly! Until you

clearly understand what they want from you, do

not rush to answer. Use the exclusion method.

When you have completed most of the tasks

and there are only difficult and incom-

prehensible ones, do not panic! You

have already earned your stable

points! You have a non-

combustible amount. Let’s

play further! There is

no need to think that

everything is lost.

What if you're just

lucky? This at-

tempt costs you

nothing!

Be sure to

calmly

double-

check your

answers.

Make sure

that you

have completed

all the corrections

correctly, especially

when you have corrected ‘0"
to “a” 5 times in the same task.

| wish you success and luck in your
exams! | believe you will pass!

HOW TO START A

FAMILY TREE

For people who want to learn more about their family or another’s family
history, a family tree can be of great help. Creating one of these docu-
ments can be important for a variety of reasons. A family tree also allows
you to pass on knowledge through generations. Some basic steps can help
make the process of how to start a family tree much easier.

1 Gathering Your Resources

Compile information you al-
ready know about your family.
Start gathering information

by compiling all the relevant
information you have access to.
Additionally, talk to any living
family members.

Ask your relatives about your
family history. Don’t just try to
get facts. Instead, ask for memo-
ries and stories. Having a con-
versation with a family member
can actually yield better infor-
mation than just trying to figure
out who was where at a certain
time.

Go through your family’s stor-
age and look through photo
albums, family records like birth
certificates, letters, diaries, and
even newspaper clippings.

2 Find records from various
sources
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Online ancestry and family his-
tory services can often provide

much of what you need to start
filling in a family tree.

You can also get historical
records from companies serv-
ing some of the world’s historic
immigration sites.

Look for birth or death certifi-
cates, marriage certificates, bap-
tismal records and other items
simultaneously. Think about
how each type of public record
will aid in your research. It's
best to keep your records sorted
and organized in some method
that works for you

3 Locate family memoirs and
heirlooms. In many families,
those who have come before
you have recorded specific
important heritage and ancestry
information.

In some cases, an heirloom is in

can help you in your search
for critical information on your
heritage.

5 Choose a reference point. For
the most coherent family tree,
you'll want all of your research
to boil down to a specific
person as a reference point.

Your reference point is an indi-
vidual in your family that marks
the beginning of the family tree
structure. This can be yourself,
one of your children, or anyone
else in your family.

6 Organize all your information.
Gather all of the information
you have found and begin to or-
ganize it so that you can easily
find what you need.

How you organize your informa-
tion is up to you. You may want
to organize all documents by
generation, person, or side of
your family after branching off
from your reference point.

You may want to even create

a spreadsheet that lists all
your family members so far. In
columns next to the name you
can add relevant information.
Include information like geog-
raphy, years alive, birthdate and
death date, etc. If you have a lot
of physical items like photos
and other documents, you
should notate where you can
reference these documents in
the spreadsheet.
